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   PSHE Intent, Implementation & Impact

At Christ Church CE Primary school, PSHE is one of the fundamental subjects taught to ensure children’s holistic needs are met. We thrive in our ability to support children and give them the tools they need to work through social and emotional events that happen through their daily life in school and out. Through PSHE and our school vision, we hope to ensure that our children continue to develop and grow and be mentally ready for the next stage in their education. .

PSHE Intent

At Christ Church we intend to:

· Ensure our children have access to a high quality PSHE curriculum that is progressive, challenging, reflective and enjoyable.
· Provide children with the opportunity to express themselves and support one another in a safe environment. 
· Help children to develop their understanding of the importance of positive physical and mental health.
· Help children to understand and develop a sense of emotional literacy through their ability to communicate and reflect upon their emotions.
· Enable all children are safeguarded and understand the importance of being safeguarded and safeguarding others.
· Provide children with high quality relationships education and develop their understanding of body changes and growing up. 
· Nurture understanding, respect, compassion and open-mindedness, in order to inspire a lifelong desire to contribute to a cohesive society in modern Britain.

PSHE Implementation

Christ Church CE uses Jigsaw to supplement to it’s PSHE curriculum. In addition, the school uses teacher made resources and a objective led scheme of work created by Phase leader.

PSHE is taught every week. Each half term classes cover objectives which are linked to health education and relationships education. 

As children progress through the school, they have the opportunity to revisit objectives in more depth. The curriculum spirals to ensure that there is opportunity to revisit and embed prior learning and build with new. 

Subject days (mental health, safer internet) and visits enhance this provision. It is taught through a variety of pedagogies, such as investigating texts, listening to scenarios, drama, discussion (links to Philosophy for Children) and reflection. 


Planning

1. Long term: Objectives taken from statutory guidance for the teaching of health and relationships education, consulted and revised by PSHE consultant.
2. Medium term: Yearly overview, regularly updated in response to staff evaluation
3. Short term:
· Weekly lessons include a clear lesson objective ‘I can...’
· Lessons are taught in 3 parts: starter (recapping prior learning and key world religions), main & plenary (often a reflective task)
· Short term planning is supported by the use of Jigsaw: A mindfulness approach to PSHE 


Teaching 

‘Quality first teaching’ linked to teaching standards:

All teachers:

1. ‘Know where their children are’ through the use of concise summative assessment, prior learning, assessment, 
2. ‘Understand where their children need to be’ through a secure understanding of year group expectations and/or pre key stage expectations and ongoing formative assessment
3. ‘Know how they are going to get them there’ through the use of a range of strategies to promote independence, mastery and high expectations of ALL.
4. Effectively deploy adults, specifically during introductions, plenaries & catch-up sessions
5. Plan for progression during and between lessons
6. Ensure that teaching and learning opportunities are fulfilled throughout the day and skills are applied to everyday social and emotional situations. 


Learning 
‘Quality first learning’

We work as a team to ensure all of our children:

1. are school ready
2. feel safe & secure
3. are supported by effective classroom routines
4. are emerged in an engaging environment
5. have a clear understanding of the high expectations set for them
6. have high expectations of themselves
7. are confident in their learning
8. feel ready and excited to be challenged
9. are independent learners
10. are effective critical friends

PSHE Education Impact

 This curriculum provides opportunities to learn about themselves and from others whilst practicing values such as respect, love and friendship. Alongside this, our PSHE curriculum will enable our children to build upon their British and school values and provide them with the essential knowledge to make positive choices and achieve their potential. Opportunities  will be provided to  children to transfer knowledge of skills learnt in units such as ‘mental health’ through the use of daily check ins, social times throughout the day (break/lunchtime) and when working in other subjects during the day. 


The children’s work in PSHE books and across other curriculum subjects will demonstrate a broad and balanced PSHE Education curriculum. Throughout the key stages, there will be a clear progression of knowledge and skills.


Assessment

At the beginning of a unit of work, children are encouraged to share their pre-existing knowledge and ask questions that they would like to find answers to. This is revisited at the end of the teaching and learning in order to demonstrate progress and share new knowledge. Assessment tasks may be planned for so that pupil views and understanding can be judged through discussion or written feedback. 

After each unit of work, the children are assessed against the key objectives and assessment grids are completed. Teachers indicate whether children are working towards, at expected or exceeding age-related expectations. These are then shared with the subject leader to allow monitoring of overall standards. Teachers may use how children cope during PSHE lessons and their ability to apply specific skills from what they see the children do throughout the daily school life to support their judgment. 

Children are also encouraged to be critical of their own work, highlighting their own next steps. 


1. Summative/reported – Termly assessment grids, which are completed by the class teacher.
2. Formative / ongoing – Marking, Assessment and Feedback. End of unit task. Use of restorative where applicable. 
3. Prior & Post learning – informs future planning, demonstrates progress in books, celebrates effort and achievement.
